The National Runaway Safeline helps youth who have run away, are
thinking about running away, or who already ran away but are ready to
come home. Parents and guardians can also contact the hotline if they are
worried about their child running away or if their child has already left
home.

The hotline is available 24 hours a day, seven days a week. Youth,
parents, and guardians can also use the online chat feature on the
Runaway Safeline's website to ask for help and get support, or can send a
text to 66008.
